The First Reading: Jeremiah 23:1-6; Ezekiel 34:1-19
(ESV)

1 “Woe to the shepherds who destroy and scatter the
sheep of my pasture!” declares the LORD. 2 Therefore
thus says the LORD, the God of Israel, concerning the
shepherds who care for my people: “You have scattered
my flock and have driven them away, and you have not
attended to them. Behold, | will attend to you for your
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evil deeds, declares the LoRD. 3 Then I will gather the
remnant of my flock out of all the countries where |
have driven them, and | will bring them back to their
fold, and they shall be fruitful and multiply. I will set
shepherds over them who will care for them, and they
shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, neither shall any
be missing, declares the LORD. ®“Behold, the days are
coming, declares the LORD, when I will raise up for
David a righteous Branch, and he shall reign as king
and deal wisely, and shall execute justice and
righteousness in the land. ® In his days Judah will be
saved, and Israel will dwell securely. And this is the
name by which he will be called: ‘The LORD is our
righteousness.’

! The word of the LORD came to me: “Son of man,
prophesy against the shepherds of Israel; prophesy, and
say to them, even to the shepherds, Thus says the Lord
Gob: Ah, shepherds of Israel who have been feeding
yourselves! Should not shepherds feed the sheep? ®You
eat the fat, you clothe yourselves with the wool, you
slaughter the fat ones, but you do not feed the sheep.
*The weak you have not strengthened, the sick you
have not healed, the injured you have not bound up, the
strayed you have not brought back, the lost you have
not sought, and with force and harshness you have ruled
them. ®>So they were scattered, because there was no
shepherd, and they became food for all the wild beasts.
My sheep were scattered; ® they wandered over all the
mountains and on every high hill. My sheep were
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scattered over all the face of the earth, with none to
search or seek for them. " “Therefore, you shepherds,
hear the word of the LorD: ® As | live, declares the
Lord Gob, surely because my sheep have become a
prey, and my sheep have become food for all the wild
beasts, since there was no shepherd, and because my
shepherds have not searched for my sheep, but the
shepherds have fed themselves, and have not fed my
sheep, ° therefore, you shepherds, hear the word of the
LorD: 1 Thus says the Lord Gob, Behold, | am against
the shepherds, and | will require my sheep at their hand
and put a stop to their feeding the sheep. No longer
shall the shepherds feed themselves. | will rescue my
sheep from their mouths, that they may not be food for
them. * “For thus says the Lord Gob: Behold, I, |
myself will search for my sheep and will seek them out.
12 As a shepherd seeks out his flock when he is among
his sheep that have been scattered, so will | seek out my
sheep, and I will rescue them from all places where they
have been scattered on a day of clouds and thick
darkness. * And I will bring them out from the peoples
and gather them from the countries, and will bring them
into their own land. And | will feed them on the
mountains of Israel, by the ravines, and in all the
inhabited places of the country. 1 will feed them with
good pasture, and on the mountain heights of Israel
shall be their grazing land. There they shall lie down in
good grazing land, and on rich pasture they shall feed
on the mountains of Israel. > I myself will be the
shepherd of my sheep, and | myself will make them lie
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down, declares the Lord Gob. I will seek the lost, and
I will bring back the strayed, and I will bind up the
injured, and | will strengthen the weak, and the fat and
the strong | will destroy. | will feed them in justice.
17«As for you, my flock, thus says the Lord Gob:
Behold, I judge between sheep and sheep, between rams
and male goats. 8 Is it not enough for you to feed on the
good pasture, that you must tread down with your feet
the rest of your pasture; and to drink of clear water, that
you must muddy the rest of the water with your feet?

19 And must my sheep eat what you have trodden with
your feet, and drink what you have muddied with your
feet?

The Second Reading: 1 Peter 2:21-25; 5:1-4 (ESV)

21 For to this you have been called, because Christ also
suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you
might follow in his steps. 22 He committed no sin,
neither was deceit found in his mouth. 2 When he was
reviled, he did not revile in return; when he suffered, he
did not threaten, but continued entrusting himself to
him who judges justly. 2 He himself bore our sins in his
body on the tree, that we might die to sin and live to
righteousness. By his wounds you have been healed.

2> For you were straying like sheep, but have now
returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls.
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1 So I exhort the elders among you, as a fellow elder
and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, as well as a
partaker in the glory that is going to be revealed:

2 shepherd the flock of God that is among you,
exercising oversight, not under compulsion, but
willingly, as God would have you; not for shameful
gain, but eagerly; ®not domineering over those in your
charge, but being examples to the flock. * And when the
chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the unfading
crown of glory.

“Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter the
sheepfold by the door but climbs in by another way,
that man is a thief and a robber. 2 But he who enters by
the door is the shepherd of the sheep. * To him the
gatekeeper opens. The sheep hear his voice, and he calls
his own sheep by name and leads them out. * When he
has brought out all his own, he goes before them, and
the sheep follow him, for they know his voice. > A

stranger they will not follow, but they will flee from
him, for they do not know the voice of strangers.”  This
figure of speech Jesus used with them, but they did not
understand what he was saying to them. 7 So Jesus again
said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, | am the door
of the sheep. 8 All who came before me are thieves and
robbers, but the sheep did not listen to them. ° I am the
door. If anyone enters by me, he will be saved and will
go in and out and find pasture. 1° The thief comes only
to steal and kill and destroy. | came that they may have
life and have it abundantly. ** | am the good shepherd.
The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep.

12 He who is a hired hand and not a shepherd, who does
not own the sheep, sees the wolf coming and leaves the
sheep and flees, and the wolf snatches them and scatters
them. 3 He flees because he is a hired hand and cares
nothing for the sheep. ** I am the good shepherd. | know
my own and my own know me, *° just as the Father
knows me and | know the Father; and | lay down my
life for the sheep. ® And I have other sheep that are not
of this fold. I must bring them also, and they will listen
to my voice. So there will be one flock, one shepherd.
