The First Reading: Isaiah 2:1-5, 25:6-9

! This is what Isaiah son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and
Jerusalem: 2 In the last days the mountain of the LORD’s temple
will be established as the highest of the mountains; it will be
exalted above the hills, and all nations will stream to it. 3 Many
peoples will come and say, “Come, let us go up to the mountain of
the LORD, to the temple of the God of Jacob. He will teach us his
ways, so that we may walk in his paths.” The law will go out from
Zion, the word of the LorD from Jerusalem. # He will judge
between the nations and will settle disputes for many peoples.
They will beat their swords into plowshares and their spears into
pruning hooks. Nation will not take up sword against nation, nor
will they train for war anymore. ® Come, descendants of Jacob, let
us walk in the light of the LORD.

6 On this mountain the LoRD of hosts will make for all peoples a
feast of rich food, a feast of well-aged wine, of rich food full of
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marrow, of aged wine well refined. ” And he will swallow up on
this mountain the covering that is cast over all peoples, the veil that
is spread over all nations. ® He will swallow up death forever; and
the Lord Gob will wipe away tears from all faces, and the reproach
of his people he will take away from all the earth, for the LORD has
spoken. ° It will be said on that day, “Behold, this is our God; we
have waited for him, that he might save us. This is the LORD; we
have waited for him; let us be glad and rejoice in his salvation.”

The Second Reading: Philippians 4:4-13

4 Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, rejoice. ° Let your
reasonableness be known to everyone. The Lord is at hand;  do not
be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer and
supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to
God. " And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding,
will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. 8 Finally,
brothers, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just,
whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is commendable, if
there is any excellence, if there is anything worthy of praise, think
about these things. ® What you have learned and received and heard
and seen in me — practice these things, and the God of peace will
be with you. *° I rejoiced in the Lord greatly that now at length you
have revived your concern for me. You were indeed concerned for
me, but you had no opportunity. ** Not that | am speaking of being
in need, for | have learned in whatever situation | am to be content.

1 Jesus left the temple and was walking away when his disciples
came up to him to call his attention to its buildings. 2“Do you see
all these things?”” he asked. “Truly I tell you, not one stone here
will be left on another; every one will be thrown down.” * As Jesus
was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to him
privately. “Tell us,” they said, “when will this happen, and what
will be the sign of your coming and of the end of the age?” * Jesus
answered: “Watch out that no one deceives you. ® For many will
come in my name, claiming, ‘I am the Messiah,” and will deceive
many. ® You will hear of wars and rumors of wars, but see to it that
you are not alarmed. Such things must happen, but the end is still
to come. " Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against
kingdom. There will be famines and earthquakes in various places.
8 All these are the beginning of birth pains. ®“Then you will be
handed over to be persecuted and put to death, and you will be
hated by all nations because of me. 1% At that time many will turn
away from the faith and will betray and hate each other, *and
many false prophets will appear and deceive many people.

12 Because of the increase of wickedness, the love of most will
grow cold, ** but the one who stands firm to the end will be saved.
14 And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole
world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.
