3 When all
the people of Israel saw the fire come down and the glory of
the LORD on the temple, they bowed down with their faces
to the ground on the pavement and worshiped and gave
thanks to the LORD, saying, “For he is good, for his
steadfast love endures forever.”

% persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, but not
destroyed; ¥ always carrying in the body the death of Jesus,
so that the life of Jesus may also be manifested in our
bodies. * For we who live are always being given over to
death for Jesus' sake, so that the life of Jesus also may be
manifested in our mortal flesh. 2 So death is at work in us,
but life in you.
