The First Reading: Psalm 68:18

and receiving gifts among men, even among the rebellious, that
the Lord God may dwell there.

The Second Reading: Daniel 7:13-14

1341 saw in the night visions, and behold, with the clouds of heaven
there came one like a son of man, and he came to the Ancient of
